FY22/23 Estimated Hub Funding Allocations

The above funding estimations are based on FY21 funding times 2, plus 10% cushion.
Core City funding is also doubled, without the 10% cushion.

» Single, large equipment may not be split into two grant 
performance periods.

» Contracts with progress payments may be considered for 
two performance periods.

Planning/ Personnel

Covers a wide range of community preparedness & emergency 
management activities including the development, review, or 
revision of THIRA, SPR, or continuity of operations plans. 

» Each position must be submitted individually as a project with its 
own proposal.

» Each position must include a specific deliverable that clearly ties 
to a Bay Area UASI Homeland Security Goal Area.

» Positions are limited to a maximum of 14 months for each grant 
year.
